Dress Code
• Leggings

– MUST NOT BE SEE THROUGH. 
– THICK MATERIAL MANDATORY

• Dark Solid Colors and Dark Patterns Only
– NO WHITE leggings without a skirt or shorts covering.



Dress Code Consequences 

1st Offense: Warning + alternate attire
2nd Offense: Warning + alternate attire 
3rd Offense: Alternate attire 
• Parent Phone Call
• Lunch Detention
4th Offense: Alternate attire + 1 day SSC
5th Offense: Alternate attire + 2 day SSC

Attendance
• Attendance is mandatory by state law.
– 30 minutes late to class = Absence

• Absent Notes Required 
• (3 Days to Turn It In)

• Turn notes into the attendance note box. The 
boxes are located in the Student Store, Main 
Office, Registration.

• 18 absences during a school year is 
considered habitually absent.



Tardy Policy

• Students who are tardy to school must be 
signed in at the main office by a 
parent/guardian. A tardy mark will show on 
attendance but no discipline will be 
assigned.

• Tardies will be recorded daily by classroom 
teachers and monitored by Student Success 
Center.

• Discipline will be assigned according to 
progressive discipline.
